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Optical drive

Your computer may come with a CD-ROM, DVD-ROM, DVD/CD-RW Combo,
DVD-Dual or DVD-Super multi drive. This drive is located at the front of your
computer. A CD-ROM allows you to play different types of compact discs (CD). A
DVD drive can read CDs, CD-I discs, video-CDs and digital video discs (DVD). CD-
RW, DVD-Dual and DVD-Super multi drives can record (burn) recordadable and
rewritable discs.

Caution: Optical discs are fragile and should be handled with care.

To insert an optical disc into your computer’s optical drive:
1 Push the eject button on the front panel.

2 When the tray slides open, place the disc on the tray, maling sure that the
label side faces up.

3 Push the tray gently to close it.

Taking care of your optical discs

Optical discs must be kept free of fingerprints, dirt and scratches. Any dirt or
damage can render data on the disc unreadable or damage the reading lens in
the drive.

e Keeps discs in their cases when not in use.

e  Hold discs by their edges to avoid getting fingerprints or scratches on the
data surface.

*  When cleaning discs, use a soft, dust-free cloth and wipe the discin a
straight line from the center to the edge. Do not wipe in a circular motion.

e  Clean your optical drive periodically. Cleaning kits can be purchased from
any computer or electronics shop.

Arranging a comfortable work area

Take note of the following when selecting a location for your computer:

e Do not put your computer near any equipment that might cause
electromagnetic or radio frequency interference, such as radio
transmitters, televisions, copy machines or heating and air-conditioning
equipment.

e Avoid dusty areas and extremes of temperature and humidity.

e You may place your computer beside your desk or under your table, as
long as it does not block the space you need for working and moving.

e To place your PCin a vertical position (for selected models) :
e  Rotate the plastic stabilizers on the side of your computer.

e Ensure the plastic stabilizers are extended completely.

CAUTION: Please use the stabilizers when placing your PC in the
upright position.

Positioning your monitor

Place your monitor at a comfortable viewing distance, usually 50 to 60 cm away
from you. Adjust the display in such a way that the top of the screen is at or
slightly below eye level.

Positioning your keyboard

The location of the keyboard is a very important factor for your posture.
Placing it too far away will make your body lean forward, forcing you to sit
in an unnatural position. Placing it too high will add tension to your
shoulder muscles.

e The keyboard should be placed just above your lap. Adjust the keyboard
height by flipping the folding stands located under the keyboard.

e Keep your lower arms parallel to the floor as you type. Your upper arms
and shoulders should be relaxed. Then try typing with a light touch. If you
feel any shoulder or neck strain, stop for a while and check your posture.

e  Position your keyboard in front of your monitor. Putting your keyboard
beside your monitor will make you turn your head while you type which
could add tension to your neck muscles.



Positioning your mouse

e The mouse should be placed on the same surface as your keyboard so that
you can reach it with ease.

e Adjust its position to allow enough space for movement without making
you stretch or lean over.

e  Use your arm to move the mouse. Do not rest your wrist on the table when
moving the mouse.

Connecting peripherals

Setting up your computer is easy. For the most part, you only have four things
to connect: the mouse, keyboard, monitor and power cable.

Note: The peripherals shown in the connections below are
for your reference only. Actual device models may vary in
select countries.

Connecting your mouse and keyboard

USB interface

Plug your USB mouse or keyboard cable into any of the USB ports «<- located
on the front and rear panels of your computer.

PS/2 interface

Plug the PS/2 keyboard cable into the PS/2 keyboard (purple) port on the rear
panel of your computer. Plug the PS/2 mouse cable into the PS/2 mouse (green)
port on the rear panel of your computer.

Connecting a monitor

To connect a monitor, simply plug the monitor cable into the monitor (blue)
port @) on the rear panel of your computer .

Note: When a VGA card is added to the PCl Express slot, the
monitor should be connected to the add-on card and the
onboard VGA will be disabled.
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Note: Refer to the monitor manual for additional instructions
and information.

Connecting the power cable

Caution: Before you proceed, check the voltage range in your
area. Make sure that it matches your computer's voltage setting. If
they don't match, change your computer's voltage setting
according to your area's voltage range.

Set the voltage selector switch to the voltage range applicable to your area.
Plug the power cable into the power cable socket located on the rear panel of
your computer. Then plug the other end of the power cable into a power
outlet.

Turning on your computer

After connecting the necessary peripherals and plugging in the power cable,
you are now ready to turn the computer on and get to work.

To turn on your computer:

1 Turn on all peripherals connected to your computer, such as the monitor,
printer, speakers, etc.

2 On the front panel of your computer, press the power button.

Important: Make sure that the power cable is properly plugged
into an electrical outlet. If you are using a power strip or an AVR
(Auto-Voltage Regulator), make sure that it is plugged in and
turned on.

Turning off your computer

If you cannot shut down your computer normally, press and hold the power
button for at least four seconds. Quickly pressing the button may put the
computer in suspend mode only.

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Installation precautions

Before you install any computer component, we recommend that you read the
following sections. These sections contain important ESD precautions along
with preinstallation and post-installation instructions.

ESD precautions

Electrostatic discharge (ESD) can damage your processor, disk drives, expansion
boards, and other components. Always observe the following precautions
before you install a computer component:

1 Do not remove a component from its protective packaging until you are
ready to install it.

2 Wear a wrist grounding strap and attach it to a metal part of the computer
before handling components. If a wrist strap is not available, maintain
contact with the computer throughout any procedure requiring ESD
protection.

Preinstallation instructions

Always observe the following before you install any component:

1 Turn off your computer and all the peripherals connected to it before
opening it. Then unplug all cables from the power outlets.

2 Open your computer according to the instructions on page 11.

3  Follow the ESD precautions described above before handling a computer
component.

4  Remove any expansion boards or peripherals that block access to the
DIMM sockets or component connectors.

5 See the following sections for specific instructions on the component you
wish to install.

Warning! Not turning off the computer properly before you start
installing the components may cause serious damage. Do not
attempt the procedures described in the following sections unless
you are a qualified service technician.

Post-installation instructions

Observe the following after installing a computer component:

1 See to it that the components are installed according to the step-by-step
instructions in their respective sections.
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2 Replace any expansion boards or peripherals that you removed earlier.
3 Replace the side panels.

4 Connect the necessary cables and turn on your computer.

Opening your computer

Caution: Before you proceed, make sure that you have turned off
your computer and all peripherals connected to it. Read the
"Preinstallation instructions" on page 10.

You need to open your computer before you can install additional components.
See the following section for instructions.

To remove the computer cover

1 Turn off your computer and unplug all cables.

2 Place your computer on a flat, steady surface. If your computer is in the
vertical position, rotate the plastic stabilizers and lay your computer on its
side.

Turn the screws counterclockwise to release the cover.
4 Hold the sides of the cover with both hands.
Slide it back about an inch and then gently lift it upward to detach it.

To replace the computer cover

1 Align the cover's hinges to the housing frame; then gently push it in to
slide it back into place.

2 Secure the cover with the screws.

Upgrading your computer

Certain components of your computer are upgradeable, such as the memory,
the hard disk, the CPU and the expansion cards. You need to observe the
"Installation precautions" on page 10 when installing or removing a computer
component. However, for safety purposes, we do not recommend that you
perform these upgrades yourself. If you want to replace or upgrade any of
these components, contact your dealer or a qualified service technician for
assistance.
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3 Upgrading your computer

To remove a memory DIMM

Note: The memory DIMM has only one notch located toward the
center of the module.

Remove the side panel.
Locate the memory DIMM socket on the mainboard.

Press the holding clips on both sides of the memory DIMM socket outward
to release the memory DIMM (a). Gently pull the memory DIMM out of the

socket (b).

To install a memory DIMM

1

Locate the memory DIMM socket on the mainboard.

2 Align the memory DIMM with the socket (a). Press the memory DIMM into
the socket until the clips lock onto the memory DIMM (b).

Note: The memory DIMM sockets are slotted to ensure proper
installation. If you insert a memory DIMM but it does not fit easily
into the socket, turn the memory DIMM around and try to insert it
again.

To reconfigure your computer

Your computer automatically detects the amount of memory installed. Run the
BIOS utility to view the new value for total system memory and make a note of
it.

Replacing the hard disk

Follow these steps to replace your computer's hard disk:
1 Remove the computer cover.
2 Detach all cables connected to the hard disk and pull the hard disk out.

3 Remove the drive rails that hold the hard disk to the disk frame and detach
the hard disk. Set the drive rails aside.

4  Insert the new hard disk into the frame and secure it with drive rails.

5 Reattach all cables to the new hard disk.

Note: Make sure that the other ends of the disk cables are securely
connected to their corresponding connectors on the mainboard.
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6  Reinstall the metal bracket frame to the housing.

7  Replace the computer cover.

Installing an expansion card

To install an expansion card:
1 Remove the computer cover.
2 Locate an empty PCl Express or PCl slot on the mainboard.

3 Remove the bracket lock that holds the bracket to the computer. Save
the lock.

4 Pull out the bracket on the housing opposite the selected empty slot.
5 Remove the expansion card from its protective packaging.

6  Align the card in the empty bracket and then insert it into the slot.
Make sure that the card is properly seated.

7  Secure the card to your computer with the bracket lock you
removed earlier.

8  Replace the computer cover.

When you turn on the computer, BIOS automatically detects and assigns
resources to the newly installed devices.

Note: If you want to replace or upgrade any of these components,
contact your dealer or a qualified service technician for assistance.

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Frequently asked questions

The following questions indicate possible situations that may arise during the
use of your computer and each is followed by easy answers and solutions.

| pressed the power switch but the system did not boot up.
Check the LED located above the power switch.
If the LED is not lit, no power is being applied to the system. Try the following:

¢ Check if the voltage selector switch located on the rear panel of the
computer is set to the correct voltage.

e Check if you properly plugged the power cable into an electrical outlet.
e If you are using a power strip, make sure it is plugged in and

turned on.
If the LED is lit, check the following:

e Isanonbootable (nonsystem) disc in a drive? If yes, remove or replace it
with a system disc and press <Ctrl> + <Alt> + <Del> to restart your
computer.

Nothing appears on the screen.

e Check that the cable is correctly attached to the computer and the
monitor.

Your computer's power management function automatically blanks the screen
to save power. Just press any key to turn the display back on.

If pressing a key does not work, you can restart your computer. If restarting
your computer does not work, contact your dealer or technical support center
for assistance.

The printer does not work.

Do the following:

e Make sure the printer is connected to a power outlet and that it is
turned on.

e Make sure the printer cable is connected securely to the correct ports on
the computer and the printer.

e  For additional information concerning the printer, refer to the printer's
documentation.
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No sound comes out from the computer.

Check the following:

The volume may be muted. Look for the Volume icon on the taskbar. If it is
crossed-out, click on the icon and deselect the Mute option. You can also
press the volume control/mute knob on your USB keyboard to toggle from
mute to sound on.

If headphones, earphones or external speakers are connected to the line-
out jack of your computer, the internal or built-in speakers are
automatically turned off.
